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Member of Iraq Veterans Against the War to 
Publicly refuse to deploy to Iraq 

 
Washington, DC – Today, immediately following Winter Soldier on the Hill, Iraq 
Veterans Against the War member Matthis Chiroux will publicly announce his refusal to 
report to Active Duty. 
 
Chiroux will be making his statement in the Cannon House Office Building's Rotunda, 
located just inside the building's main entrance. 
 
Sergeant Matthis Chiroux, 24, originally from Auburn, Alabama, has served in Germany, 
Japan, Afghanistan and the Philippines since his enlistment in the US Army in June 2002. 
 
The Cannon House Office Building is located at Southeast of the Capitol on a site 
bounded by Independence Avenue, First Street, New Jersey Avenue, and C Street, S.E. 
 
 
Testifiers will be available for individual interviews from 3-5pm at 1629 Longworth House Office 
Building. 
 
Iraq Veterans Against the War was founded in 2004 to give those who have served in the 
military since September 11, 2001 a way to come together and speak out against an 
unjust, illegal and unwinnable occupation. Today, IVAW has over 1,000 members in 43 
states, Washington, D.C. and Canada and on military bases overseas.
